Election

The section provides statistics on
presidential and parliamentary elections
of Mongolia and their results. The data

is compiled by the General Election
Commission, which is the electoral central
body to provide with joint managements
of professional and methodology for
elections of the State Great Khural
(Parliament) and the President of
Mongolia.

The constitution was adopted in 1992,
which established a parliamentary
democracy in Mongolia, according to the
constitution the parliamentary elections
of Mongolia are organized once in four
years to elect 76 members by plurality
vote in multi-member constituencies to
serve 4-year terms.

The elections of the Local Citizens Khural
are organized also once in four years, the
President is elected by absolute majority
vote through system to serve a 4-year
term.

The total population of the district was
reached 150.9 thousand people in 2015,
of which 52.0 percent out of the total
population are female.

This chapter contains the indicators of vital
statistics including population growth, age
and sex structure, mortality, fertility,
marriage, divorces and adoptions.

Data collected from Population and
Housing census conducted every 10
years and the annual vital and migration
statistics data are the main data source
for compilation of the population
statistics.

Population of Mongolia refers to
Mongolian citizens who are residing in
Mongolia and in abroad for length of 6
months and longer.

Resident population in Mongolia refers to
population who are residing for duration
of 6 months or 183 days and longer in
any administrative unit of Mongolia. The
household is the group of people who
live together in one house, with a joint
budget and jointly provide their food and
other basic needs.

Marriages refer to individuals, who

have registered their marriage in

the administrative units of a given
geographical area in accordance with the
Law on Marriage of Mongolia.

Divorces express that number of divorced
individuals by a judicial decision.

The vital statistics are crucial event which
records data on births, deaths, marriages,
divorces and adoptions. Civil registration officer
registers every vital event in a given soum

and district, then statistics division of aimags
and the statistical department of capital city
validates and compiles them. Then they submit
them to the NSO. Civil registration system has
been introduced in Mongolia since 1951.

Social insurance

In 1994, the Parliament adopted the Law
on Social Insurance which underlies legal
basis for the Social Insurance System.

The social insurance is a socio-economic
programme aimed at providing pensions,
benefits or payments prescribed in the
legislation to the insured person in the
contingencies of retirement, disability,
sickness and unemployment, as well as
his/or her dependents in case of death of
the insured person by establishing a Social
Insurance Fund through contributions
payable by individuals, the government
institutions, business entities and
organizations in accordance with the
applicable procedures.

Compulsory insurers include the enterprises,
institutions between employee working

on contractual basis and civil servants and
individuals between herders doing livestock
husbandry on the contractual basis. Citizens
excluded from above are encouraged to to
insured voluntary basis.

Agriculture

The number of livestock reached 37520
heads in 2015, of which camels 1, horses
5918, cattle 12043, sheep 9944 and
goats 9614.

LIVESTOCK: The livestock census and other
correlated surveys are not only a primary
source of data for livestock industry and

it also serve as fundamental element for
economic estimation for the agricultural
sector.

The result of the livestock census shows
not only the growth and decline of
livestock and domestic animals, but also
gives opportunity to evaluate all indicators
of reproduction of the herd by studying
and integrating them.

In case of livestock sector, the main
producer is a herder household. A herder
household consists of herder and family
which conducts livestock husbandry
around the year for the main purpose of
livelihood and source of income.

CROP: Khoroo collect data on sown area
and harvest from establishments,
enterprises, and households, engaged in
agricultural production and send them to
Municipal Statistical Department through
the districts. From there, the compiled
data are sent to the National Statistical
Office for further processing. Main grains
of crop production are cereals, potatoes,
vegetables, and fodder. The sown area
and the total harvest, yield rate are
estimated at the national and local level.

Construction

In 2015, construction and capital repairs
reached 460.7 billion togrogs and
performed by a total of 98 enterprises
and establishments, of which the
construction work accounted for 93.5%
and the capital repairs for 6.5%.

The construction work for residential
buildings made up 67.7 % of the total
construction work which is accumulated,
has decreased by 11.0% from the
previous year.
